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• Tapping the momentary switch 3 times sets a new tempo

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Single momentary Tap Tempo switch with a 
Custom Cable
To use a single cable to access the tap tempo function only, a 1/8” TRS to 
1/4” TS (mono) cable should be made and wired as such.

1. TIP is left disconnected on 1/8” TRS side
2. RING from 1/8” TRS side is connected to TIP on 1/4” side
3. SLEEVE on both sides are connected

The 1/8” TRS side would go into the FX LINK jack and the 1/4” Mono side 
would go into the momentary switch box.
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Connecting a single momentary Tap Tempo 
switch
To use a single dedicated switch for tap tempo only, a special cable is need-
ed. 

A 3.5mm 1/8” TRS to Dual 6.35mm 1/4” TS Mono Stereo Y-Cable Splitter 
Cord can be used. 

The 1/8” TRS side goes into the FX LINK jack, while the 1/4” RING side goes 
into the single momentary tap switch box. 

By taping the switch connected to the RING, the tap tempo will be updated 
after 3 taps.

If plugging in the TIP, the bypass will be controlled instead.
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
